The law states that citizens who have been
cultivating the land for more than 20 years have land rights or ownership rights. The law mentioned
above it a legal basis and a foundation of farmers’ rejection of coastal land |pgalisation; because
thev have been cultivating the land for more than 20 vears (Isnadi, 2012).

Another matter that causes  conflict of natural resources in the Kylon Prpgg coast is related
to fulfiment of basic necessities. For more than 43 years, fannere” lives depended on the plantation
of various vegetables and fruit commoities in the coastal areas. The coastal land conversion policy
from being an agriculturel lend into an area of jgnsend mining has an impect on farmers losing
their livelihoods as they will no longer have land to grow crops. This pelicy cause conflict because
farmers do not want to lose land as their only source of income, thus motivating farmers to reject

the Jegglization of land as an ixpusand mining area (3iafy, 2011)

Resistance to land acquisition has become a latent conflict. The resistance of PPLP-KP is
manifested through the fommation of paramilitary wnits that carry owt physical atacks if the
authorities forcibly take control of the farmers' land. Farmers sgaliss the negative impact of physical
resistance, for example, the occurrence of casualties. For fammers, the death toll is a tool for

Stakeholders, namely the local govermment and security forces, have not camied out any
peacebuilding agenda to the conflicted areas. The indifference of stakeholders is feared to escalate
the conflict, subsequently leading to violence (Syyong, 2013). -

institution that focuses on determining & conflict index is PLo§ MEDICINE. The index produced
by PLo§ MEDICINE is The Dirty War Index (DWI).

Another institution that has frequently developed
early waming index is the Democracy Institute, which produces The Failed States Index that
examines internal conflicts of 2 country. The indicators used to determine the index are social,
economic, political, and military situations that drive the cccurrence of conflict (Bggsgll, 2013). The
Center for Systemic Peare examines conflicts, governments, and countries prone to discord by
producing annual global reports. The global report tekes the form of a State Fragility Index which
consists of several indicators including effectiveness, legitimacy, military, political, regime type,
economic, and social conflict (Marshall & Cole, 2014).
Past research shows that there has yet any intensive study on the conflict early
system index. The development of index in Indomesia has mainly focused om the social
“ulnerability index, human development index, health index, poverty profile index, and auti-
cormuption hebaviqur index (Nugroho & Ralmaati, 2018; Ministry of Health Republic of
Tndonesia, 2010; Susila et 2., 2006).

Research on conflict early waming index nesds to bs conducted & it benehc o138 skt dgn 3 ofInowdeds sy
prevention measures, as it indicates a level of conflict at low, medium or high. Low conflict index
means that the situation is peaceful. Moderate conflict index requires prevention measures so that
conflict does not escalate higher. High conflict index requires immediate handling to manage the
conflict so that it does not develop into a violent manifestation of conflict (Suyeng, 2018).

Bl ok kit 0800 420 GesRARA Bt
‘This phenomenon can be considered a latent conflict as the condlict has not yet grown into & Clelasioanlpbib, eOcalA0 I GUIAKA ARASA0.A0U G
manifested conilict. In a cycle of conflict, latent conflict is considered the second stage. The cycle
of conflict begins with what 1¢ called stable peace, which it a condition where the soeiety 13 m
peaceful condition. In the second stage, peace tums unsteble and is by increasing
tensions and 2 negative decline of peace, for instance, refusal to interact and cooperate. [fthe second
stage cannot be managed properly and efforts to stop conflict fail, then the third stage occurs. The
third stage is the mamfestation of conflict (Swanstrom & Weissmaum, 2003).
The results which show that the conflict early wamnng system mdex is at a high level is an
early warning that there has been a conflict in the Kylon Progp coastal area. High index is caused by
problenas of nterest and clashes of values (Bjom, 2003). These interest in question is related to the
Jand being relied on as a source of livelihood but 1s provisioned to be 2 land mine. The clash of value
is brought by the famers who perceive that the land is an ancestral mheritance that rust be
maintained, even though they have to risk being invalved in the conflict (Suypnp, 2013).
The existence of the Kulgn Proge coastal land conflict can be explained as tragedy of
commons, which is a confliet caused by one party expecting to have more than their rights. This
oceurs as 2 result of one party wanting more due to shared awareness which in fum drives the desire
to have more than the available allocation. The intention of indi tends to damage other rights
of other parties (Myers, 2013).
According to experts, the occurence of contlicts can be explained using the social dilemma
theory because. When there is something that threatens the self or the group, a conflict occurs as
there s a belief that one party does not want to be scathed. Conflicts also occur because of a desire
to defend oneself. protect interests. and achieve zoals. In order to defend oneself, protect interests,
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
